Creativity/Risk Taking: 20 pts.

20pts: This author took risks and looked outside the box on their genres!

15pts

10pts: A creative piece, maybe two.

5pts

0pts: No apparent risk taking or creativity attempted.

Creates a solid message, one “nugget”: 20pts.

20pts: Writer shows me one message, I feel the emotion.

16pts

10pts: A little hazy or lost as I move through the piece.

5pts

0pts: Very scattered; just a collection of a bunch of pieces.

Organization: 20pts.

20pts: The combination and organization of pieces moves the reader and pushes the story forward.

10pts: There is a plan to the organization, just not a good one.

20pts: The choices are deliberate, planned and defended

Content/Quality of Genres: 15 pts.

15 pts: Seven or more genres created by author show a solid, concerted effort towards creating a quality genre collection.
